Request for Expressions of Interest: 

Consulting Services
for

Preparing the Design Documentation and Technical Specifications 

for the Supply and Installation of Security Equipment 

in Selected Justice System Facilities  

The Republic of Croatia has received a Loan from the International Bank for Reconstruction and Development (IBRD) towards the Justice Sector Support Project (JSSP) and intends to apply part of the proceeds of the Loan for consultant services. 

The JSSP is intended to be a key vehicle for a multi-year program to modernize the judiciary and prosecutors’ offices in the Republic of Croatia. The over-arching goal of the JSSP is to strengthen the efficiency of the judicial sector. The JSSP is being implemented by the Ministry of Justice (MOJ) of the Republic of Croatia.  

The services include, but are not limited to, the following:

Preparing the design documentation and technical specifications for the technical security systems in selected facilities of the justice system (16 facilities in 3 cities), specifically:

a)  risk assessment for the selected facilities;

b) designing the security system for each of the selected facilities, corresponding to the identified risks, consisting of the following sub-systems:
· video surveillance system; 

· silent alarm system;

· anti-burglary alarm system; and/or 

· metal-detector doors;

c)
technical specifications of the required system elements, installation plans/drawings and Bills of Quantities for technical components and installation services.
The services shall be initially provided during a period of about 3 months and the assignment is expected to start in October 2015. The Consultant will work under a lump-sum contract.
The detailed Terms of Reference for the above referenced consulting services is posted on the website of the Ministry of Justice of the Republic Croatia at www.pravosudje.hr (Natječaji).

The Project Implementation Unit (PIU) of the Ministry of Justice (MOJ) now invites eligible consulting firms (“Consultants”) to indicate their interest in providing the services. Interested Consultants should provide information demonstrating that they have the required qualifications and relevant experience to perform the services. The shortlisting criteria are: 

a.
At least 5 (five) years traceable experience in the following areas:

· design and implementation of systems of technical security in facilities with public access, especially in public services; 

b. The Consultant shall possess valid approval/licence for performing works/services in the area of security and protection, pursuant to the Law on Private Security/Protection;

c. The Consultant shall confirm the availability of sufficient number of (minimum 2) key experts with particular education, experience and knowledge in areas listed in items 4.a. through 4.g. (above) and with valid specific approvals/licences (as applicable) to be engaged on this assignment, with indication of their specific roles and responsibilities;

d. Knowledge of applicable legal and regulative framework in place;

e. Possession of ISO 27001 certificate by the Consultant is not mandatory, but shall be considered as advantage.  

The consultant will be selected in accordance with the procedures for Selection Based on the Consultants’ Qualifications (CQS) set out in the World Bank’s Guidelines: Selection and Employment of Consultants by World Bank Borrowers (May 2004, revised October 2006, May 2010, January 2011) (hereinafter: “Consultant Guidelines”), 
The attention of interested Consultants is drawn to paragraph 1.9 of the Consultant Guidelines, setting forth the World Bank’s policy on conflict of interest. 

Consultants may associate with other firms in the form of a joint venture or a subconsultancy to enhance their qualifications. The “association” may take the form of a Joint Venture or a sub consultancy. In case of a Joint Venture (JV), all members of the JV will be evaluated jointly for the purpose of short listing and shall be jointly and severally liable for the assignment and shall sign the contract in case if award is made to that JV group. Interested consultants should clearly indicate the structure of their “association” and the duties of the partners and sub consultants in their application. Unclear expression of interest in terms of “in association with” and/or “in affiliation with” and etc. may not be considered for short listing. Keeping one expression of interest per firm as principle, a consultant firm may decide whether it wishes to participate as a sub consultant or as an individual consultant or as a partner in a joint venture. No firm can be a sub consultant while submitting an expression of interest individually or as a partner of a joint venture in the same selection process. A firm, if acting in the capacity of sub consultant in any consultant or JV, may participate in more than one consultant, but only in the capacity of a sub consultant.
